Without full access to the results of research, both the education of
college students and the generation of new knowledge is diminished.
The system we rely upon to peer review and distribute scholacly
rescarch, scholarly journals, both promotes the dissemination of
research within the subscriber community, and limits dissemination
of it to those outside of that community. In a move that
will dramatically increase access to research, Congress
has just required that MIH-funded work appearing in
scholarly journals become freely accessible to the
public one year after inirial journal publication.
